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School Rules For Students

Be punctual report to school and class on time. School begin at .............. a.m. 1f a student arrives on school
after morning assembly he/she needs to report to the office to receive an admit/tardy slip.

Strive to be parents every school day. In case of absence parents should call this school in the morning of
absence and notify the teacher.

Respect each other at all times. Disagreements will be settled by discussing the problem and seeking a solution
that 1s fair to all concerned.

Buildings and the campus will be kept clean and neat. Do not deface on damage school property.

Students who vandalize the school property will make restitution.

Maintain order when moving to different areas. Do not seen running is a frequent cause of injuries.

The following are not allowed in school unless prior permission is granted by the school staff.

Radios, cellphones, pages and other electrical equipment Toys, darts.

Remain withing school boundaries at all times.

Students leaving the campus must have a student pass and must be accompanied by a parents/guardian.
Avoid using abusive or profane language and gestures.

Do not climb trees, gates, railings, fences and the school buildings.

Respect the rights of others.

Leave the premises alter school duty is/responsibilities are completed.

Buying/selling personal items and trading are not allowed.

Students should maintain personal hygiene and come neatly dressed in school uniform. Students will be not
allowed to enter the school premises without proper uniform.

Students must carry their identify card.

Non-Sikh boys should get their hair cut at regular intervals fancy hair styles are not permitted.

Sikh boy must wear green turbans/patka.

Movements for activities and at dispersal should be done on silence and in an orderly fashion.

Students are not supposed to leave the class without permission or miss any teaching/games/activity period.
No books (other than text books or library books magazines, loppies, cassettes, C’s or story books.
Students should observe polite standards wherever they go. They should always remember that the school is

judged by their behavior, It 1s expected that students behave in a manner which brings, a good name to the

school community. They should not include in any anti-social activity in or outside the school failing which the
school may take disciplinary action.

The school reserves the right to suspend or to take strict disciplinary action against a student whose
performance in studies is constantly unsatisfactory or whose conduct is harmful to other students.

. The report card being an important document should be kept carefully. In case it is spoilt or lost, the students

shall pay Rs.100 to get a duplicate report card an request.

. Students must strictly reframn from:

*Smoking *Gambling * use of violence in any form.

. No students shall indulge in any form following practices:-

a. “spitting *Bunking *Rowdism and rude behavior, casteism, communalism or practice of untouchability
*Disfiguring and damaging of school property.
The observance of rules of discipline of the school and good behavior 1s essential to a student’s continuance in
the school. In case any student violates the school rules or indulges in any form of indiscipline, strict action bike
expulsion/ suspension shall be taken against the student. If a student gets suspended two times and school
authorities considers it necessary to suspend him/her for the third time, he/she will be rusticated.
